CDBG Dollars At Work:  Building, Strengthening Georgia’s Communities

Public Facilities (Buildings).  During the past five years, the State’s CDBG program has funded the creation, expansion or rehabilitation of 53 public facilities - including youth centers, shelters, senior centers, health centers and similar projects. More than 97,118 citizens have been served by these facilities, including 92 percent with low- to moderate-incomes.  

Infrastructure/Emergency Relief.  The State’s program combines local government investments with CDBG funds to finance infrastructure that provides: (1) public water to replace contaminated wells, (2) public sewer to remove sewage that ponds in homeowners’ yards and (3) drainage improvements to keep floods out of neighborhoods.  In the past five years, Georgia’s State CDBG program has funded 280 public infrastructure projects serving 73,333 persons, 85 percent of whom have low- to moderate-incomes.  Since 2001, CDBG funds have also been used to finance 44 disaster assistance projects benefiting 59,915 citizens.

Housing Rehabilitation and Homeowner Assistance.  In the past five years, the State CDBG Program has financed hundreds of housing activities.  CDBG also funds homebuyer assistance through repayment deferrals and forgivable loans locally.  CDBG has funded the removal of 143 “blighted” units and funded the rehabilitation of over 290 units.  CDBG grants have also provided direct homeowner assistance for 73 units.

Commercial/Industrial Infrastructure.  Since 2001, the State CDBG Program has funded 70 projects where the installation of “commercial and industrial infrastructure” initiated economic development in Georgia’s rural, non-entitlement local governments. These project benefited Georgians by creating 14,584 jobs,  86 percent of which went to low– to moderate-income citizens.
